A major new collection of full-text online journals is Science Direct, which adds 600+ Elsevier journals, to our collection. The IEEE/IEE Electronic Library offers full-text journal articles, conference proceedings and standards from IEEE. The Libraries’ issue a TexShare library card that allows students to check books out from more than 170 academic and public libraries across Texas. TexShare cards are free to students and faculty, and there is an application form on the web for students’ convenience. Our newest service is to mail to students working at a distance books owned by the Libraries and copies of journal articles held in print in the Libraries.
